WHAT IS IT? 
   The Pastoral Council consists of a group of 
parishioners who meet monthly to advise and 
assist the pastor in establishing the direction 
of the parish.  Guided by the parish mission 
statement, the Council, through its committee 
structure, attempts to assist parish ministries 
and organizations in achieving the mission of 
Saint Mary Magdalene Parish 
 WHO SITS ON THE COUNCIL?  
 The Pastoral Council is comprised of 
twelve parishioners who are chosen by lot to 
be a part of the Council for a three year term.  
There is no age, ethnic, nor gender qualifica-
tions or restrictions.  The only requirement is 
that the person be a registered parishioner.  
Married couples cannot serve on the same 
council unless a unique need has been identi-
fied by the council. 
HOW DOES ONE JOIN THE COUNCIL? 
   We invite you to nominate yourself or any 
other parishioner.  When a group of possible 
candidates has been formed, we join together 
for a Pastoral Leadership Formation process. 
WHAT IS THIS “FORMATION PROCESS”? 
   The formation process is required for any 
candidate for the council.  Meeting once-a-
month for about seven months, the process 
deals with the theology of the Church and 
management of Pastoral Councils.  At the 
conclusion of the process, those remaining in 
the group are given the opportunity to have 
their name drawn by lot to fill the next vacan-
cies on the council.
