Receiving both species is
a fuller “sign,” not a fuller reality.

I would also like to remind you that if you’re not feeling
well, especially if you have flu-like symptoms, then it is
permissible to stay home and not attend Mass. It’s not a
sin to miss Mass if you’re sick; it’s only a sin if you delib-
erately miss Mass. There are always a couple of opportu-
nities to watch the Mass on television on Sundays.

Let’s hope and pray that this situation with the “swine
flu” will soon pass, and let’s especially pray for healing
for those who are infected with this flu.
