Adopt a Baby 
   Everyone loves the beauty and innocence of a baby.  As 
an expression of that love, our parish announces an adop-
tion program for young and old alike. 
   The members of our parish family will have the oppor-
tunity the very last weekend in January to spiritually 
adopt a child who is newly conceived this month.   You 
see, not all newly conceived babies are allowed to be 
born.  In fact, almost 4000 babies lose their lives to abor-
tion each day.  It is these babies, who are in danger of 
having their lives ended before birth, that you are being 
asked to "adopt". 
   You may "adopt" a baby individually or as a family by 
signing up in 2 weeks.  You will be asked to name the 
child for whom you will be praying, thereby giving the 
baby the humanity he or she deserves.  You will be asked 
to pray for your unborn child and for all the unborn chil-
dren for the power of prayer is great. 
   You will receive monthly reports describing your baby's 
development and your child will be born in nine months. 
   There are millions of unborn babies desperately in need 
of your prayers.  Won't you please "spiritually adopt" one 
and share the love for life that God has given you? 

“DO NOT BE SAD, AND DO NOT WEEP”    
   “Do not be sad,” Nehemiah said, “and do not 
weep” (9:9). Our days are holy when they are lived in 
the presence of God. So why do we weep? Not because 
God is not present to us. That’s impossible. We weep 
because we are not present to God. We lose ourselves in 
our fears and our wishes that things would be different 
than they are. 
   The people of Nazareth sat down to listen. Jesus sat 
with them, and opened up the book of Isaiah. And what 
passage did he turn to? A message of consolation, the 
promise of “glad tidings to the poor . . . liberty to cap-
tives . . . recovery of sight to the blind” and freedom for 
the oppressed. Then when all eyes were fixed on him, 
he declared, “Today this Scripture passage is fulfilled in 
your hearing” (Luke 4:18, 21). 

When is that “today”? Is it yet to come? If so, 
then Jesus was mistaken. Is it already past? If so, then it 
is not today. “Today” is now, always now. 

WE PLAY OUR PART . . . TODAY 
   Paul tells us that we are “Christ’s body.” He explains 
that in the church there are apostles, prophets, and 
teachers, as well as gifts of mighty deeds, “healing, as-
sistance, administration, and varieties of tongues” (1 
Corinthians 12:28). In other words, a lot of different 
gifts, a lot of different jobs. 
    In God’s work—work like setting captives free and 
giving sight to the blind—we have our part to play. Our 
part is not to fall down on our faces and weep because 
we haven’t done more. Our part is to recognize and ac-
knowledge what we have done, see what else we might 
do, and then walk out into today and do it.  
   God has made this year a “year acceptable to the 
Lord” and this day a “holy day.” God is present to us 
and we need to be present to God and to God’s world. 
We each have our part to play, our contribution to 
make. Each of us can make God’s world more peaceful, 
more joyful, healthier, and freer. This year! Today!
