Dear Parishioners,

The second reading we have this
weekend is from St. Paul’s first let-
ter to the Corinthians, where St.
Paul writes very eloquently about
love. This reading tends to be very
popular at wedding ceremonies. In
this reading St. Paul reminds us that
out of all the gifts one can possess,
“the greatest of these is love.”

St. Paul is of course speaking of
genuine Christian love, a love that has God as the focal
point and then is expressed in our interactions with others.
This kind of genuine love is something that should lift us
up from pride and selfishness, move us towards compas-
sion and forgiveness, and cause us to be very much aware
of our mission to build up the Kingdom of God in this
world. Genuine Christian love is also something that
should lead us to be firm in our commitment to Christ and
His Church. One of the false assumptions that people
make sometimes is that since God is love, which He is, I
can do whatever I want and it’ll all be okay with God.
God’s love is not “free-floating,” it demands a response.
This response to God’s love is what St. Paul is emphasiz-
ing in his letter to the Corinthians. I encourage you to
take some time this coming week and do some prayerful
reflection on today’s second reading. Allow the Lord to
touch your heart with His word, and draw you deeper into
this mission of sharing Christ’s love with the world.

Cluster Service
As part of their preparation for Confirmation & First
Communion, the 3rd & 4th candidates are planning and
completing service project s to get first had experience in
discipleship. Here is a story of one experience.

This is Cluster 18 of St. Mary Magdalene.

When we started to look for some opportunity for com-
pleting our volunteer requirement we discussed all types
of possibilities and decided to do some type of work for
which we could do a hand on effort for the less fortunate.

We approached the Children’s home in North Mesa.
They needed windows washed but we were not able to
schedule a time which was convenient.

We checked on nursing homes, assisted living, etc to
see if we could come and bring cookies but all of them
did not want any one coming because of the HIN1 Flu.

Since we wanted to do this before Christmas, we called
the United Food Bank in Mesa. They asked if we could
come by and talk with them because they were interested
in our cluster sorting food and related material. We set a
date for the first Saturday in December. Their rule is
that you must be 12 years old to volunteer or have par-
ents accompany so we could do the work.

All members of the cluster plus parents arrived at 8:00
a.m. Saturday morning. The first think we did was to
listen to an orientation on how the Food Bank works and
what we had to do. Several of the children in the cluster
asked questions and impressed the people from the Food
bank.

After the session, we started to work about 8:30 and
worked until 12:00 noon. The food came in large con-
tainers on pallets and had to be sorted into boxes so they
could be readily available for use by the food Bank. All
of the parents present were amazed at how all of our
cluster jumped in and got the job done. They estimated
that in that period of time, we sorted between two and
three tons of food.

Everyone enjoyed and felt good that we could help less
fortunate people.
