Friday, April 16, to Sunday, April 18, 2010 

   Fathers, join your son for a weekend getaway at the scenic 
Tonto Rim Christian Camp.  Spend an incredible weekend with 
your son (target ages 11 through 13) as you discuss with him 
some critically important subjects that will help prepare him for 
adolescence.

People Of The Resurrection 
   In the past few weeks we have been hearing about the 
beginning of Jesus’ ministry as written in the Gospel of 
Luke. Jesus began his ministry in the synagogue in Naz-
areth by reading, “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me / be-
cause he has anointed me / to bring glad tidings to the 
poor” (Luke 4:18). With those words Jesus announced the 
whole purpose of his ministry. He himself was to bring 
the kingdom of God to the poor. This is the good news of 
salvation that he preached and brought about during his 
ministry. 
   Today we hear the Beatitudes, in which Jesus explains 
more fully what those “glad tidings” really mean. The 
good news is about salvation from suffering on earth and 
in the life to come.
